Full-bodied red, with red cherries and plum dominating the soft tannins.  Its nice to have such fruit on a cab!  Group consensus: Yummy!
2001 Sonoma County Chardonnay

Typically California fruit-forward style, less buttery and more steely, and light on oak.  Group Consensus: Split on buying it or not.

2001 Sauvignon Blanc

Melon, peach, toasted almonds and even celery were used to describe this one—I detected grapefruit on the finish.  For the price, this is a nice drinking, versatile white wine.  Group Consensus: Get it!

2000 Mendocino Zinfandel

Plums and raspberry notes from a cool growing region for Zinfandel.  This is one of the company’s rising stars.  If you like Zinfandel, then this is interesting to try.  A little pricey, but good fruit.  Group Consensus: If you like Zins, try it.
